	Preparation of Bids

	4 Cost of Bidding

	4.1 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and the Purchaser shall not be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

4.2 If needed, the Bidder, at the Bidder’s own responsibility and risk, is encouraged to visit and examine samples of requested items from the purchaser’s premises and obtain all information that may be necessary for preparing the Bid. The costs of visiting the Site shall be at the Bidder’s own expense.

	5 Bid Submission Form and Price Schedules

	5.1 The Bidder shall submit the Bid Submission Form using the form furnished in Section IV, Bidding Forms. This form must be completed without any alterations to its format, and no substitutes shall be accepted.  All blank spaces shall be filled in with the information requested.

	6 Alternative Bids

	6.1 Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, alternative bids shall not be considered.

	7 Bid Prices and Discounts

	7.1 The prices and discounts quoted by the Bidder in the Bid Submission Form and in the Price Schedules shall conform to the requirements specified below.

7.2 The price to be quoted in the Bid Submission Form shall be the total price of the bid, excluding any discounts offered. 

7.3 The Bidder shall quote any unconditional discounts and indicate the method for their application in the Bid Submission Form.

7.4 Prices shall be quoted in US Dollars unless otherwise stated in BDS, inclusive of all taxes and duties (Carriage and Insurance) to the delivery point-, Cuiebet office, Gok State, South Sudan. 
7.5 Prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed during the Bidder’s performance of the Contract and not subject to variation on any account unless otherwise agreed.



	8 Documents Establishing the Eligibility of the Bidder

	8.1 To establish their eligibility, Bidders shall complete the Bid Submission Form, included in Section IV, Bidding Forms.

	9 Documents Establishing the Conformity of the Goods and Related Services

	9.1 To establish the conformity of the Goods and Related Services to the Bidding Documents, the Bidder shall furnish as part of its Bid the documentary evidence that the Goods conform to the technical specifications and standards specified in Section V, Schedule of Requirements.

9.2 The documentary evidence may be in the form of literature, drawings or data, and shall consist of a detailed item by item description of the essential technical and performance characteristics of the Goods and Related Services, demonstrating substantial responsiveness of the Goods and Related Services to the technical specification, and if applicable, a Statement of deviations and exceptions to the provisions of the Schedule of Requirements.

9.3 The Bidder shall also furnish a list giving full particulars, including available sources and current prices of spare parts, special tools, etc., necessary for the proper and continuing functioning of the Goods during the period specified in the BDS following commencement of the use of the goods by the Purchaser.

9.4 Standards for workmanship, process, material, and equipment, as well as references to brand names or catalogue numbers specified by the Purchaser in the Schedule of Requirements, are intended to be descriptive only and not restrictive. The Bidder may offer other standards of quality, brand names, and/or catalogue numbers, provided that it demonstrates, to the Purchaser’s satisfaction, that the substitutions ensure substantial equivalence or are superior to those specified in the Schedule of Requirements.

	10 Bid Security

	10.1 The Bidder shall furnish as part of its bid, a Bid-Securing Declaration, if required, as specified in the BDS. 

10.2 Where a Bid- Securing Declaration is required in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause 19.1, any bid not accompanied by a substantially responsive Bid Securing Declaration in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause 19.1, shall be rejected by the Purchaser as non-responsive.

	13 Late Bids

	13.1 The Purchaser shall not consider any bid that arrives after the deadline for submission of bids. Any bid received by the Purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids shall be declared late, rejected, and returned unopened to the Bidder upon its request and on its cost. The deadline for submission of bids is 12:00Hrs , 10th March 2022

	14 Withdrawal, Substitution, and Modification of Bids 

	14.1 A Bidder may withdraw, substitute, or modify its Bid after it has been submitted by sending a written notice duly signed by an authorized representative, and shall include a copy of the authorization. The corresponding substitution or modification of the bid must accompany the respective written notice.  All notices must be:

(a) submitted in accordance with ITB Clauses 20 and 21 (except that withdrawal notices do not require copies), and in addition, the respective envelopes shall be clearly marked “Withdrawal,” “Substitution,” or “Modification;” and

(b) Received by the Purchaser prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids,

14.2 Bids requested to be withdrawn in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause 24.1 shall be returned unopened to the Bidders upon its request and on its cost.

14.3 No bid may be withdrawn, substituted, or modified in the interval between the deadline for submission of bids and the expiration of the period of bid validity specified by the Bidder on the Bid Submission Form or any extension thereof. 

	15 Bid Opening

	15.1 The Purchaser shall conduct the bid opening in public at VSF, Juba office South Sudan. Bid opening shall be conducted on 12th March 2022 from 10:00hrs.


	Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

	16 Confidentiality and intentional influence

	16.1 Information relating to the examination, evaluation, comparison, and post-qualification of bids, and recommendation of contract award, shall not be disclosed to bidders or any other persons not officially concerned with such process until publication of the Contract Award.

16.2 Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in the examination, evaluation, comparison, and post-qualification of the bids or contract award decisions will result in the rejection of its Bid.

16.3 Notwithstanding ITB Sub-Clause 26.2, from the time of bid opening to the time of Contract Award, if any Bidder wishes to contact the Purchaser on any matter related to the bidding process, it should do so in writing.

	17 Clarification of Bids

	17.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation, comparison and post-qualification of the bids, the Purchaser may, at its discretion, ask any Bidder for a clarification of its Bid.  Any clarification submitted by a Bidder in respect to its Bid and that is not in response to a request by the Purchaser shall not be considered. The Purchaser’s request for clarification and the response shall be in writing. No change in the prices or substance of the Bid shall be sought, offered, or permitted, except to confirm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the Purchaser in the Evaluation of the bids, in accordance with ITB Clause 29.

	18 Responsiveness of Bids

	18.1 The Purchaser’s determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself. 

18.2 A substantially responsive Bid is one that conforms to all the terms, conditions, and specifications of the Bidding Documents without material deviation, reservation, or omission.  
18.3 A material deviation, reservation, or omission is one that:

(a) affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Goods and Related Services specified in the Contract; or

(b) limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the Bidding Documents, the Purchaser’s rights or the Bidder’s obligations under the Contract; or

(c) If rectified would unfairly affect the competitive position of other bidders presenting substantially responsive bids.

18.4 If a bid is not substantially responsive to the Bidding Documents, it shall be rejected by the Purchaser and may not subsequently be made responsive by the Bidder by correction of the material deviation, reservation, or omission.

	19 Preliminary Examination of Bids

	19.1 The Purchaser shall examine the bids to confirm that all documents and technical documentation requested in ITB Clause 11 have been provided, and to determine the completeness of each document submitted.

19.2 The Purchaser shall confirm that the following documents and information have been provided in the Bid. If any of these documents or information is missing, the offer shall be rejected.

	20 Examination of Terms and Conditions; Technical Evaluation

	20.1 The Purchaser shall examine the Bid to confirm that all terms and conditions specified in the GCC and the SCC have been accepted by the Bidder without any material deviation or reservation.

20.2 The Purchaser shall evaluate the technical aspects of the Bid submitted in accordance with ITB Clause 16, to confirm that all requirements specified in Section VI, Schedule of Requirements of the Bidding Documents have been met without any material deviation or reservation.

20.3 If, after the examination of the terms and conditions and the technical evaluation, the Purchaser determines that the Bid is not substantially responsive in accordance with ITB Clause 28, it shall reject the Bid.

	21 Evaluation of Bids

	21.1 The Purchaser shall evaluate each bid that has been determined, up to this stage of the evaluation, to be substantially responsive.

21.2 To evaluate a Bid, the Purchaser shall only use all the factors, methodologies and criteria defined in ITB Clause 32.  Other methodology may be applied provided they best fit the purchaser’s best procurement standards. The purchaser shall in no way owe bidder, an explanation as to which methodology was applied.
21.3 To evaluate a Bid, the Purchaser shall consider the following:

(a) the Bid Price as quoted in accordance with clause 14;

(b) price adjustment for correction of arithmetic errors 
(c) Price adjustment due to discounts offered in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause 14.

(d) Adjustments due to the application of the evaluation criteria specified in the BDS from amongst those set out in Section III, Evaluation and Qualification Criteria.

21.4 The Purchaser’s evaluation of a bid may require the consideration of other factors, in addition to the Bid Price quoted in accordance with ITB Clause 14. 23.3 An affirmative determination shall be a prerequisite for award of the Contract to the Bidder.  A negative determination shall result in disqualification of the bid, in which event the Purchaser shall proceed to the next lowest evaluated bid to make a similar determination of that Bidder’s capabilities to perform satisfactorily.

	24 Purchaser’s Right to Accept Any Bid, and to Reject Any or All Bids

	24.1 The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to Bidders.

	Award of Contract

	25 Award Criteria

	25.1 The Purchaser shall award the Contract to the Bidder whose offer has been determined to be the lowest evaluated bid and is substantially responsive to the Bidding Documents, provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to perform the Contract satisfactorily. We value offers that consist of sustainable innovations and that provide the best total cost of ownership option to the program.

	26 Purchaser’s Right to Vary Quantities at Time of Award

	26.1 At the time the Contract is awarded, the Purchaser reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity of Goods and Related Services originally specified in Section V, Schedule of Requirements, provided this does not exceed 10% as specified in the BDS, and without any change in the unit prices or other terms and conditions of the bid and the Bidding Documents.

	27 Notification of Award

	27.1 Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser shall notify the successful Bidder, in writing, that its Bid has been accepted.   

27.2 Until a formal Contract is prepared and executed, the notification of award shall constitute an intention to engage in binding Contract but this shall not be legally binding.

	28 Signing of Contract

	29 Failure to Sign Contract or submit Performance Security
